	Text2: The cooling tower at City Hall is currently leaking and should be replaced before further damage occurs as a result of the leaking unit.  It is a 1,000 gallon tank so if it fails it will cause much more damage as the water will seep into the building.  This repair is on an emergency basis and we are asking it be treated as such and allow the repair under emergency procurement.
	Text3: The purpose is replace the cooling tower at City Hall on an emergency procurement before more damage is done by the leaking unit.
	Text4: It has already caused damage to the roof and if the repairs are not completed we pose a risk of the water from the 1,000 gallon tank breaking through and causing significant damage to City Hall. We can't tell you when the system and structure will fail, just that it will and when it does the consequences will be great.
