A Resolution of the City of Allentown, Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, supporting the Pennsylvania

Resolved by the Council of the City of Allentown, That

years by inspiring future leaders and celebrating all Pennsylvanian's contributions to the nation over

WHEREAS, by adoption of AMERICA250PA' s four pillars of EPIC, we hope to educate, preserve, 

innovate, and celebrate. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, AND IT HEREBY RESOLVED, that the City of 

Allentown hereby endorses AMERICA250PA and their mission to educate, preserve, innovate, and 

celebrate EVERY Pennsylvanian in EVERY county; and
